Cars can be parked in the upper car park of the Farmers' Arms by kind permission of the landlord.

A 2-hour walk starting at the stile opposite the pub, across the fields to the road and then through the village to the footbridge over the Sor Brook. The walk follows the valley of the Sor, and then a climb out of the valley through Granary Farm and over the ridge takes you down to the valley of the Candwr Brook through Irongate and Perthellick Farms. Then back up to Llanthewy and a stretch of road before returning via the old Llanthewy Church to the Farmers' Arms. Walkers should take great care along the narrow, but well used, road. It can be avoided by taking a short cut staying in the Sor Valley and returning from Granary Farm via Glebe Farm to Llanthewy Fach.

The building known as the Bell House is the most prominent as you enter the village. This is part of a large house once known as Waun-y-Pwll, the home of the Ambrose family who were descended from Grufydd Edwards of Graigwith.

The parish church is dedicated to St. Tegfedd, a female saint said to have been martyred by the Saxons. It was founded in the 12th century and was restored in 1875-6, when the ancient doors and Norman and Early English lancet windows were replaced in the walls "as near as could be known to its original form" as noted on the chancel arch. Inside is a mediaeval vestments chest and an odd feature a small fireplace, perhaps to warm a family pew, or, it has been suggested, for baking the Communion wafer. Two bells hang in a niche over the porch, and on the back wall hangs the parish bier.

Cwrt Perrott is a 17th century house, having the date 1683 in plaster work inside. It was the home of the Reverend Gregory Perrott who came from Breconshire and was Rector of the parish. The Perrott coat of arms, which can be seen in the church is a shield top-half grey[image: image1.png]with lion rampant, bottom-half red with three gold pears and on the crest a parrot.

The Sor Brook rises some 3 1/2 miles north of the village and has carved for itself a deep, steep-sided valley. At the first gate beyond the footbridge is a rock-face of geological interest. It is part of the "Usk Inlier" and is rich in shell fossils. In 1964 the upper part was dammed to form the Llandegfedd Reservoir. The valley supports a wide variety of wildlife, buzzards and herons are commonly seen, while the streamside alders are hosts to tits and treecreepers.

The Candwr runs parallel to the Sor and joins the Afon Lwyd at Ponthir. Along this length it forms the western boundary of Llangybi Community.
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The Old Rectory, Llanddewi was where Arthur Machen, author of mystic and supernatural tales of horror, spent his childhood and youth, his father being Rector of the parish. He had a great love of Monmouthshire and particularly of this area. He wrote of his early years in London "my heart ached for the thought of the green woods of the valley of the Sor", and later in life wrote "bodily and actually I walked the streets of London spiritually and verily I was wandering the deep and green Llanddewi lanes".

Llanddewi Old Church, dedicated to St. David, was rebuilt in 1857, the only old portions retained being the arch and quoins to the west door. In the year 1888 it was joined with the living of Llandegfedd and ceased to be used for worship in the mid 1980s. The building is now in private ownership.
